2. Installation and Pre-operation
2.1 Installation

To achieve a good performance the TA-04 BAR Blender shall be installed
on a steady and flat surface about 850 mm above the floor .

The TA 04 Blender has been designed for 110V (60 c/s) or 220 V (50 ¢/s or
60c/s ) voltages . Check the voltage , to be sure the electric source has the same voltage
indicated on the label placed on the cord .

The cord plug has two round pins. Itis mandatory to have the cord plugged
into the socket before to Switch ON the machine .

2.2 Pre-Operation

3.3 Cleaning

Important
Never clean the machine when plugged to the electric network . Before
cleaning , withdraw the plug from the socket .

5.2 Electric Diagram
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Uso de abrasivos:

3.4.6 Cuidados con los aceros inoxidables

Los aceros inoxidables pueden presentar puntos de “herrumbre”, que SIEMPRE SON
PROVOCADOS POR AGENTES EXTERNOS, principalmente cuando el cuidado con la limpieza
o higienizacion no sea constante y adecuado.

La resistencia a la corrosion del acero inoxidable se debe principalmente a la presencia del
cromo que, en contacto con el oxigeno, permite la formacion de una finisima camada protectora.
Esta camada protectora se forma sobre toda la superficie del acero, bloqueando la accion de los
agentes externos que provocan la corrosion.

Cuando la camada protectora sufre un rompimiento, el proceso de corrosion es iniciado,
pudiendo ser evitado a través de una limpieza constante y adecuada.

Inmediatamente después de la utilizacion del equipamiento, es necesario proceder con la
limpieza, utilizando agua, jabon o detergentes neutros, aplicados con un pafio suave o esponja de
nylon. A seguir, solamente con agua corriente, se debe enjuagar e, inmediatamente secar, con un
pafio suave, evitando la permanencia de humidad en las superficies y principalmente en las grietas.

El enjuague y el secado son extremamente importantes para evitar el aparecimiento de
manchas o corrosiones.

IMPORTANTE
Soluciones acidas, soluciones salinas, desinfectantes y determinadas soluciones
esterilizantes (hipocloritos, sales de amoniaco tetravalente, compuestos de iodo, acido
nitrico y otros), deben ser EVITADAS por no poder permanecer mucho tiempo en contacto|
con el acero inoxidable:

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2. Instalaciéon e Pre-Operacion

2.1 Instalacioén
Instale su Licuadora de Alto Velocidad Mod.TA-04BAR sobre una

superficie estable y preferentemente con 850mm de altura.

Esta licuadora fue proyectada para trabajaren 110V 6 220V (60HZ) y 220V (50HZ).
Al recibirla y, antes de perderla en la toma de corriente eléctrica, compare la tension que
figura enla etiqueta que esta pegada al cable eléctrico, con la tension de su red eléctrica.

El cable de alimentacién posee 2 clavijas planas y una clavija redonda, ésta ultima,
es la clavija para conexion a tierra, para ofrecerle mas seguridad. Es obligatorio que las 3
clavijas estén debidamente conectadas antes de prender la maquina.

2.2 Pre Operacion

IMPORTANTE

2.2 No se debe...

2.2.1  No esperar que su Licuadora sustituya los artefactos de la cocina. Esta licuadora
no hace puré de papas o de legumbres, no hace claras en nieve ni sustitutos para
coberturas de cremas. Tampoco pica carne cruda y no mezcla masas duras, ni extrae
pepitas de frutas, legumbres o verduras.

2.2.2 No procesar las mezclas por mucho tiempo. Esta licuadora realiza los procesos en
pocos segundos NO en minutos. Asi que el tiempo por proceso debe siempre ser inferior a
01(un) minuto. Si tiene dudas si la mezcla alcanzé el punto que desea, es mejor desligar la
maquina luego de algunos segundos vy verificar su consistencia. Si le falta algo, puede
prende la maquina unos pocos segundos mas.

2.2.3 NoSOBRECARGAR el motor con porciones muy pesadas o muy grandes, pues de
esta forma sera disminuida la vida util de la licuadora. Si el motor parar de pronto, desligue
inmediatamente la maquina, desconectando el enchufe de la toma de corriente y saque un
poco de los ingredientes o agregue mas liquido, para entonces volver a prender la
Licuadora nuevamente.

3. Operacao

3.1 Acionamento

3.2 Procedimiento para alimentacion

La licuadora modelo TA-04BAR, es una maquina que trabaja en alta velocidad,
aproximadamente 38.00 rpm (en vacio).
Para alimentar el vaso, proceder como sigue:

Corte el alimento en pedazos pequefios de aproximadamente 3,5cm. Ese proceso,
ayuda en el tiempo de trituracion, principalmente para productos congelados. En el caso de trituraciéon
de hielo, recomendase afiadir un poco de liquido.

1- Retire latapa N°01 (Fig.01) sacandola hacia arriba.
2- Coloque el producto en el Vaso N° 02 (Fig.01) con la maquina desligada.
